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Year 3 Swimming
The children in Years 3MP will be going swimming over the next week.

It is compulsory for all pupils to attend regardless of their swimming ability as it forms part of their P.E. curriculum. The
lessons will take place at West Kirby Concourse every afternoon for an hour lesson. The children will leave by bus after
lunch and return to the school before the end of the day.
